  16th April 2011 

    National Parks helping rollout Angel Rings in NSW. 

Kamay Botany Bay National Park is the latest national park to have 
NSW Recreational Fishing Trust funded angel rings installed. ANSA 
NSW installed 5 new rings, in several locations within the park that 
borders Botany Bay and Cronulla. Park Rangers have been very 
supportive throughout the entire approval process and the park office 
also hosts a myriad of safe fishing information provided by ANSA NSW 
and the Recreational Fishing Alliance of NSW.  

With another four new rings delivered to Munmorah State Recreational 
Area on the Central Coast of NSW for installation, the number of 
installed angel rings within NSW is going to hit 120 in the next few 
weeks.  

Angel Ring Coordinator Stan Konstantaras said that “today was a day 
that no angler in their right mind should have been fishing the rocks.” 
“The volunteer team from ANSA battled rain and strong winds to get 
the rings in and were relieved to see all the popular rockfishing spots in 
the Park empty.” 

He also commended the Recreational Fishing Alliance of NSW for 
issuing a rock safety alert, warning of the dangerous rock fishing 
conditions this weekend due to the big seas and strong onshore winds 
that was instrumental in keeping rock anglers at home.
